About the Giri Institute of Development Studies, Lucknow

The Institute was established in 1973 as an autonomous research Institute. In 1977 it was brought within the umbrella of the Indian Council of Social Science Research (ICSSR) and was accorded the status of an Institution of national importance and has since been receiving regular financial support from the ICSSR and the Government of Uttar Pradesh. 

Since its inception the Institute has established itself as a reputed centre of research on development issues with special focus on Uttar Pradesh and its various regions. The Institute has completed 270 research studies sponsored by various national and international organization and published 67 books.
About Lucknow
Situated on the banks of the river Gomti, the city of Lucknow traces its origin to the ancient times and is associated with the name of Lakshman, the brother of Lord Rama. The city acquired importance during the medieval period. The city, however, reached its zenith of glory when the Nawabs of Awadh made it their capital during the eighteenth century. It saw a flurry of architectural activity during the Nawabi rule and acquired its fame as the city of najakat (delicacy) and nafasat (refinement). The city played a key role during the First War of Independence 1857. The architecture and culture of the city found a modern flavour when the British made it the capital of the United Provinces of Oudh and Agra in 1920. Today it is an important centre of education in northern India with a large number of reputed schools and institutions of higher learning and research.
Climate

During December climate of Lucknow is pleasant but cool. The temperature varies from 6 degree Celsius during the night to 22 degree Celsius during the day. It is advisable to to bring heavy woollen clothes with you. 
Arrival and Reception

Conference will be formerly inaugurated in the morning of 13th December, 2008 at 9.30 A.M.  Delegates should plan to reach Lucknow by the evening of 12th December or early morning on 13th December. The delegates will be received at Airport and Railway Station. To avoid any inconvenience, the delegates should inform in advance their arrival programme.  Taxis and auto rickshaws are available at the airport, railway station and bus stand. The Institute is situated approximately 12 km from Charbagh Railway Station, 14  km from Bus Stand and 24 Km from airport. 

How to Reach Lucknow

Lucknow is accessible from every part of India through air, rail and road. There are direct flights from New Delhi, Patna, Calcutta and Mumbai to the city. Similarly city is linked to north, east, south and west through rail and road links. Details of main flights and trains are given for your convenience.
